EVS project in rural area in France

As coordinating EVS organisation, we are looking for European partners to send us EVS volunteers. 

6 EVS volunteers are needed to take part in the long-term EVS project, which will involve 6 local training centres for teenagers/young people from the area of Sarthe, in France. The local training centers are called : the “Maison familiale rurale” (literary translation: the rural family house). The "Maisons familiales rurales" (MFR) develop a global approach of education mixing strictly formal, no formal and informal learnings. Their practice are based on the alternate training system: a rythm that allow the pupils to share training between two periods of time : a period of work in a farm/association or companies and a period of study at the MFR. 
Nowadays in France there are 440 MFR training 70 000 pupils, apprentices or trainees, and more than 600 “Maisons familiales rurales” abroad (in 30 other countries). 

The 6 volunteers will be hosted in one of the 6 MFR in the region "Sarthe". Volunteers will be included in the work of each daily care center as equal members of their teams and as such they will have an opportunity to show and improve their own abilities, develop sense of initiative, gain new skills and get new knowledge through organizing and realizing different activities (workshops, courses, individual support, sports, games, plays, presentations, lectures). Volunteers will also have an opportunity to realize projects within other local partner organizations in order to strengthen their involvement in the local society. They will be in touch with the teenagers/young people that are hosted in the "MFR". They will act as ambassadors of their own country and try to promote diversity and interculturality.

The MFR are all located on rural area so the volunteers should be ready to live in the countryside!

Candidates should be motivated, flexible, creative, open-minded, self-initiative, communicative, interested to work with teenagers and young people. Some past experiences from pedagogy and youth leisure are welcomed. Ability in music, sport, manual activities, handcrafts, dances, art, and multimedia would be also convenient. Future volunteer should bring in her/his own ideas into the project and be prepared to create, plan and execute her/his own projects.
